· Analyse different types of maps and graphs that give us information about Greece, including climate maps.  Look at graphs showing the climate for Greece.
· Study the Greek islands and explain why this means the Greeks were considered seafaring people.
· Create a Venn diagram to compare similarities and differences between Greece and North Lincolnshire and understand the reasons for these.

· Compare maps of different agricultural areas and explain why an area is suited to crop or livestock farming.

· Settlement sorting game. What would a settler need to have? Use your power of persuasion to discuss which places would be best to settle in. 
· Use Google maps to zoom in on aerial views of villages, towns and cities.
· Learn about what Roman roads were like and spot some near us using maps.
· Use a compass, globes and road atlases and maps.
