· The major countries of South America include Brazil, Colombia, Argentina, Chile, Peru and Ecuador.
· South America is the fourth largest continent in the world. It is bordered by the Atlantic Ocean to the east and the Pacific Ocean to the west. 
· It is connected to North America by the region of Central America. Important geographical features include the Amazon Rainforest and the Andes Mountains.
· The main industries are:  Farming, Mining, Ranching, Winemaking, Brewing, Drugs, Construction, Oil Production & Refining, Cut Flowers, Tourism, Steelmaking, Aircraft Manufacturing
· The Amazon is referred to as the "Lungs of the Earth", and with good reason.  More than 20% of the world's oxygen is produced there.
